Tonight he will finish out his 

role with the final showing of Bye Bye Birdie at Berry Hall, but first he needs to take a math 

quiz.

The First Lady's Luncheon began in 1912 as a tea honoring the First Lady. It is hosted by the Congressional Club, 

an organization founded in 1908 whose original purpose was to provide a non-partisan setting for friendships 

among the spouses of members of the House and Senate.  This year's event benefited the "Negro Spiritual" Schol-

arship Foundation, the Florida Alliance for Arts Educations, and Operation Homefront.  

 

Each year 12 young women between the ages of 14 &18 are selected to participate in the luncheon to serve as 

Jr. Hostesses.  The girls must be direct descendants of members of Congress whose spouses are active members 

in the Congressional Club.  Her grandmother, Freda Solomon (a member of the Congressional Club)  was married 

to Gerald Solomon from NY who served in Congress for 22 years, the last 4 of which as the Chairman of the 

House Rules Committee.  Juliaõs mother, Nancy, says, òJerry passed away in 2001 and Julia felt very honored to 

represent her grandfather in this way.ó   

 

The Jr. Hostesses helped set up for the event and assisted 2,000 guests with seating and other tasks.  Julia met, 

and had her picture taken with, Mrs. Obama and was there to enjoy a lovely lunch and the awesome entertain-

ment of Gloria Estefan.  Nancy says, òIt was a wonderful day and an amazing experience that Julia will always 

remember.ó
