Hilary Overby, Kindergarten — Our new kindergarten teacher grew up in Houston, Texas and came to Greensboro in 2003 to attend
UNCG on a Division 1 volleyball scholarship. Hilary received her BS in 2008 from UNCG in Elementary Education and a concentration in
Psychology. Upon graduating, she taught kindergarten for two years at Hunter Elementary School in Greensboro, and then relocated to
Charlottesville, VA for one year to teach 2nd grade.

Science Olympiad Comes to Canterbury

Should we increase the pounds per square inch of pressure? What is the ideal water level? Which wing design will
provide the most loft?

In Science Olympiad, offered for the first time this year as a 7-8" grade elective and 5-8" grade after school club, stu-
dents are puzzling over complex engineering questions like these in preparation for an all-day competition at UNCG in
February 2012. On the big day, Canterbury’s 18-member team will compete in various events, including engineering
events in which students will present devices built in advance, such as mousetraps, rockets, and helicopters, and pit
them against devices built by other teams; process knowledge events, in which students will use techniques such as
forensic investigation to solve a problem; and knowledge-based events, in which students will answer questions, iden-
tify objects, and perform calculations in exciting categories such as Disease Detectives, Forestry, Reach for the Stars
(astronomy), and Rocks and Minerals.

Science Olympiad students, under the expert guidance of 7-8" grade science teacher, Erin Ringrose, are currently
learning how to build and test bottle rockets. Already, they have launched 2-liter bottle rockets from the basketball
court and virtual rockets from a rocket engineering simulator available on www.nasa.gov. Elective participants Brad
Brewington, '12, and McGill Carter, "13, are full of enthusiasm for their experience thus far. Brad says, “Class is inter-
active and fun. Itis cool to be preparing for a competition.” McGill claims, “It is a lot of fun. We get to be creative
and design different types of machines, but we still have to use
scientific theory and information to test our products.”

Canterbury’s new Science Olympiad program is providing unique
opportunities to our students. According to Mrs. Ringrose, it is
highly unusual in North Carolina for a school to offer Science
Olympiad as a class during the school day. In addition, most mid-
dle school teams do not include 5th grade students. Mrs. Rin-
grose is including them from the very beginning, to allow them to
develop their skills over a four-year period and to increase their
interactions with middle school students.
