Online Classes Debut at Canterbury

No one can say for sure when online classes will become the norm rather
than the exception, but many schools are already beginning to offer in-
struction in an online format. At Canterbury, we are committed to staying
ahead of the curve!

Three 8" grade girls, Julia Solomon, Christian Hicks, and Mary Scott
Faircloth have taken the leap and have signed up to be the first Canter-
bury students to be instructed in a virtual classroom. They enrolled in
Digital Photography, offered online this year at Canterbury for the first
time, as their second trimester elective. Other online elective options
made available to 7" and 8" grade students included Japanese and Mandarin Chinese.

According to Julia, the photography class so far has been “challenging, but in a good way.” Instruction has been
completely self-paced, and interactions with the teacher have been primarily through email. Each girl scored well
on a recent exam, which was “more intense than expected” and covered a significant amount of background in-
formation.

Upcoming assignments will require the girls to begin taking and working with photos. They will begin to meet
their instructor and other classmates in a virtual classroom, using the program Elluminate Livekor collaboration
and discussion.

Mary Scott, who received a new digital camera for Christmas, reports that she is excited to be gaining experience
with photography and online learning, which she believes will be beneficial to her when she is older. When asked
if she is glad she chose an online course for her elective, she quickly responded, “No regrets!”

Tracking Elephants in Cameroon

Have you heard? Our 6™ grade students, with the help of Mrs. Nielsen, Mrs. Lamkins, and Mrs. Niegelskse involved in an

amazing project! Through the use of technology, they are experiencing real field work with real scientists more intimately than
we ever imagined possible.

Canterbury’s students have been following the progress of Dr. Mike Loomis, Chief Veterinarian of the NC Zoological Park, and his
colleagues as they do field work in Cameroon and attempt to place satellite collars on elephants in locations across that country.
African elephants are endangered, and for the past eleven years Dr. Loomis and his team have not only tracked elephant migra-
tion, but also worked to protect the species.

Using SKYPE, 6™ grade students have gathered information about the field work through videoconferences with Dr. Mark McAl-
ister, a friend and colleague of Dr. Loomis. According to Lauryn DurhamDr. McAlister “tells them everything” about Dr. Loomis’
field work, including details such as a description of the day he lost a crate full of batteries and supplies. Dr. Loomis was unfortu-
nately not able to collar an elephant on his most recent expedition, but he is planning to return in May and the students intend
to follow his expedition then. With any luck and a lot of effort, an elephant will be collared!

Students have extended their learning by reading Dr. Loomis’ field diaries on the iPad and responding with comments on a 6"
grade class wiki. The wiki has been opened up to students in the American School of Yaounde, so that the Yaounde students can

respond to the Canterbury comments. Likewise, the Canterbury students have been invited to comment on the American School
students’ blog.
