New to Canterbury, but
already a part of the com-
munity, is David Skeen,
Director of Middle School.

Originally from Baltimore,
MD, Dave comes from a
family with a large law
background. His father is a
lawyer, as is almost every
other male on both sides of
the family. His mother
works in administration
with the Baltimore City
Public Schools. Dave’s
sister, Talli (37) and her
husband, Geoff, live in
Easton, MD with his niece,
Charlotte, and nephew
Nicholas. Dave’s sister,
Marietta (26), is finishing
up her master’s degree in
psychology at Naropa Uni-
versity in Boulder, CO. Dave
also has brother, Roy (28),
who has remained in Balti-
more working as an urban
farmer who sells his wares
at farmers’ markets around
the city.

At Washington & Lee Uni-
versity, Dave received a BA
in history. His focus was on
Russian, Asian, and African
studies. Later, he went to
Johns Hopkins University in
his hometown to receive
his masters in education.

Professionally, Dave began
teaching as an intern at

Calvert School in Baltimore.

He moved into his own 4th-
grade classroom and pro-
gressed to the Dean of
Students in the middle
school. Dave describes
Calvert School, a non-
denominational K-8 school,
as very similar to Canter-
bury.

Dave felt right away that
Canterbury was a warm
place. “I've said many
times that Canterbury is a
place that gives you 342
bear hugs and doesn’t let
you go.” Dave recalls ob-
serving chapel buddies
during the first pep rally.

Rosalind Wiseman

Rosalind Wiseman is an
internationally recognized
expert on children, teens,
parenting, bullying, social
justice, and ethical leader-
ship. Wiseman is the author
of Queen Bees and Wanna-
bes: Helping Your Daughter
Survive Cliques, Gossip,
Boyfriends, and Other Reali-
ties of Adolescence. In this
book, Wiseman encourages
girls to identify their roles in
relationships: queen bees,
sidekick, targets, torn by-
standers, the banker,
floater, and messenger. She
shares how these roles af-
fect social power plays, such
as birthday invitations and
lunchtime seating, and how
to handle them. She also
encourages parents to think
about how their parenting
style affects how parents
relate to their daughter.

Wiseman also wrote the
Owning Up curriculum, a
comprehensive social justice
program for grades 6-12.
