If you love to read and enjoy working with others on a team, the EBOB club is for you! The purpose of the Elementary Battle of the Books program is to encourage students to read. The books represent a variety of genres, cultures, themes, and reading levels. Any fourth and fifth grader may participate in the club, but a team of 12 students will go on to compete against other Independent schools in March on the district level; district winners compete for the championship, usually in April. All club members will have a chance to compete on the local level in February, when we scrimmage against Brooks Global school and at least one other public school.
Students read from a list of 18 titles and prepare for the meets by answering questions similar to the ones they will be asked at the competition.  During the meetings they will also discuss the books, play games to learn the titles, authors and characters, bring in "mystery" objects and cook foods featured in the books. Students will learn team strategies and engage in team-building activities. Parents take turns bringing an after-school snack. Jen Nierle and Donna Lee will assist Ms. Barbee as coaches for the meetings. If your child is interested, please contact Ms. Barbee immediately to be added to the EBOB parent email list. Odyssey of the Mind is a competitive program, but it's nothing like your typical sporting event. It's all about creativity, an often overlooked element in the growth and development of many students. Kids are rewarded for how they apply their knowledge, skills, and talents, and not for coming up with the right answer. In fact, in Odyssey of the Mind problems, there isn't one right answer. Ever. Under the guidance of an adult coach, teams of up to seven students work on their solutions throughout the school year and, if they choose, present them in organized competitions in the spring.  
The teams will work on the Classics problem and will put a musical theatre spin on one of William Shakespeare's most famous lines: "To Be Or Not To Be." Hamlet, the title character, ponders this question and realizes that the easy way out is not always the correct choice. An original "Hamlet" character will face a team-created dilemma. Unlike Shakespeare's Hamlet, the team's character will take the easy way out only to discover that it was the wrong choice. Teams will also incorporate a character that portrays Hamlet's conscience, a creative scene change, a creative costume change, and use of a "trap door." A portion of the performance will include musical theatre elements. 

Here are some great fiction reads about Hamlet: Something Rotten by Alan Gratz, Dating Hamlet Lisa Fiedler, The Total Tragedy of a Girl Named Hamlet by Erin Dionne, and The Shakespeare Stealer by Gary L. Blackwood.

After School Program Questions and Answers
1) Is it possible for my child to participate in more than one after school activity?

Yes.  Students may participate in more than one activity.  If the dates of two activities overlap, the student must ask the coaches and/or activity sponsors for permission to participate in both. In some instances, the student may have to choose one activity or another.

2) Does the $30/$50 fee apply to each after school activity?

Yes.  If your child participates in three activities, you would pay the fee for each activity. Fees will be used to compensate our staff.

3) When/how will I learn about the details of each activity?

The coaches and activity sponsors will provide students with additional information about their activities.  General announcements such as starting dates, meeting places, and tryouts will be made in the Chatter. More specific announcements about activity requirements, payment due dates, etc. will be communicated in a variety of ways by the coaches and/or activity sponsors.  

4) When do I send my money and where do I send it?

Coaches and/or activity sponsors will alert you to payment totals and due dates and collect all payments from students. Checks should be made payable to Canterbury School. Payments should NOT be sent in now.  

5) How does this impact Extended Day?

Extended Day students may participate in the after school program if they pay the activity fee.  Students will be sent to Extended Day each day as soon as their activity is over.  There will be no reduction in Extended Day fees because a student participates in an after school activity.
